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bers are close. A few prefer as-

phalt, wood chip or gravel trails. 

More than 20 residents volun-

teered their labor, design skills, 

fund raising, and direct contribu-

tions of equipment and landscap-

ing materials. 

 

Proposed by Committee: 
Taking all input into considera-

tion, the Committee proposed 

construction of a trail next to 

Pinery Parkway on PHA land 

just east of Northeast Elemen-

tary.  The route is currently con-

ceived as direct and relatively 

straight, from the park-and-ride 

entrance up to the new Northeast 

Elementary access road below 

Pinery Pointe.  

 

 The trail will include Pon-

derosa pines drip-watered by the 

existing PHA water tap at the 

Bird Sanctuary.  Other ideas 

have been to include  a connec-

tion to the Pinery Bird Sanctu-

ary, a sitting area(s) with boul-

ders and a split-rail fence, a con-

tinuation of the Pinery Country 

Clubôs fence, along the trail to 

improve the appearance. 

 

Funding: A request for funding 

in the amount of $15,000 will be 

made by the Trails Committee to 

the PHA Executive Board.  Ob-

viously, this amount will be aug-

mented with labor and contribu-

tions to make a trail good 

enough to improve the looks 

along the Parkway. 

 

 In addition to funding from 

the PHA and donations from 

neighbors, the Committee will 

write a Colorado Trails grant 

requesting matching funds for 

the next project; possibly an ex-

tension of the trail along Pinery 

Parkway from Pinery Pointe to 

the fire station.

T he Trails Committee met 

on November 9th.  Mem-

bers discussed feedback 

from concerned residents and 

input from the Trails Question-

naire (available online at 

www.Pinery.org).  Responses 

and feedback to date indicate: 

80% of respondents favor 

more trails in the Pinery, 20% do 

not. 

The most popular location 

for a new trail is along North 

Pinery Parkway, primarily the 

lower portion. 

Other popular choices were 

connection to the paved, off-road 

trail in the Timbers, trails on the 

upper part of North Pinery Park-

way, trails near both elementary 

schools, to Lakeshore Park, and 

the Fire Station, as well as con-

nections to the upcoming Colo-

rado Golf Club and the Timbers 

park proposed to be east of the 

Pinery. 

Most responses anticipated 

use of trails for walking, and bi-

cycle riding. Less popular were 

dog walking (hopefully on leash 

and escorted by a human!) 

Slightly more responses pre-

ferred soft surface trails to hard 

(concrete) surface, but the num-
