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I t is illegal in Colorado to inten-

tionally place or distribute feed, 

salt blocks or other attractants for big

-game animals. This problem is 

mainly associated with deer.  

 In the winter, 

deer herds tend to 

move to lower ele-

vations closer to 

homes and busi-

nesses. Some peo-

ple may feel the 

deer do not have 

adequate food 

sources in the win-

tertime and believe 

that supplementing their diets with 

grain, corn or hay is helpful. In fact, 

the contrary is true. 

 ñPeople who feed deer do more 

harm than good,ò said Trina Lynch, a 

district wildlife manager with the 

Colorado Division of Wildlife.  

According to Lynch, there are several 

reasons why a Colorado law passed 

in 1992 makes it illegal to feed big 

game animals. One important reason 

is that deer are the primary prey of 

mountain lions. ñConcentrating deer 

by feeding can attract mountain lions 

well within the city limits. It may be-

come necessary to kill these lions for 

public safety,ò she said.  

 The normal feeding behavior of 

big game animals allows them to 

spread out as they graze or browse.  

Artificial feeding disrupts that behavior 

and prompts deer to crowd together in 

small areas where they are more likely 

to be chased by dogs and hit by cars.  

Deer have a complex digestive system 

that is not adapted to 

digest bread and 

many types of hay. 

ñHabituation to artifi-

cial feeds that do not 

meet their nutritional 

needs often results in 

deer that are in poor 

condition,ò explains 

Bob Davies, a wild-

life biologist in Colorado Springs.

can also increase stress on the 

deer and hasten the spread of 

disease.)  

 Although commercial feeds 

are available at many stores, Di-

vision of Wildlife biologists 

warn against using them. "Some 

of these products may indicate 

they will attract certain wildlife 

species, including deer,ò said 

Davies. ñPeople should be 

aware that if they place feed out, 

and deer consume it, they may 

be breaking the law.ò Fortu-

nately, once people learn about 

the negative impacts that occur 

when deer are fed, most stop 

doing it,ò he said. ñThe few peo-

ple that continue to feed cause 

problems for the deer and their 

neighbors,ò he added.  

 People who attract deer to 

their neighborhood also run the 

risk of damaging their property 

and their neighborôs prop-

erty. ñSome people are under the 

impression that if they supply a 

food source to the deer it will 

prevent the deer from damaging 

their ornamental plants. On the 

contrary,ò said Lynch; ñit usu-

ally results in greater damage to 

your plants.ò Lynch recom-

mends barriers, repellents and 

landscaping with native plants as 

more effective alternatives to 

prevent deer from causing dam-

age to lawn and garden projects.  

 The Division of Wildlife 

launches controlled, emergency 

feeding of big-game animals 

only during extremely harsh 

winters when substantial num-

bers of animals are threatened.  

In all other cases, big-game ani-

mals are better off left to obtain 

their food naturally.

Douglas 

County regulations are 

very clear on this 

matter:  
 
ñAnimals must be 

kept under control for their own 

protection and to preserve the 

publicôs health and safety. Dogs, 

livestock and other animals 

found off the ownerôs or 

keeperôs property are called 

óstraysô and may be impounded. 

The owner or keeper may also 

be fined. 

Community Pet Concerns 

R-999-177 1.05 (1) (b)  

Dog at Large:  

A dog owner is in viola-

tion of this law if an 

owner fails to properly 

control or allows a dog to 

run at large in the County. 

This ordinance does not ap-

ply in designated areas 

where dogs are permitted to 

run off leash. 
 
Control  means the restraint of a 

dog by means of a leash or simi-

lar tether no more than thirty feet 

in length or by means of con-

finement within a fully enclosed 

area adequate to ensure that the 

dog will not escape. 

Run at Large means off the 

premises of the dog owner and 

not under the real and immediate 

physical control of an owner 

able to control the dog.ò 
 

Whatôs the Scoop on Poop? 

ñDog feces are not only un-

sightly, they can contaminate 

stormwater run-off, ending up in 

our reservoirs, creeks, and other 

water supplies. Feces release 

harmful amounts of nitrogen fer-

tilizer to the soil, which may en-

courage the spread of noxious 

weeds. On or off leash, owners 

must scoop the poop!ò from  the 

Douglas County pamphlet, ñA Guide to  

Responsible Dog Ownershipò. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

I n the aftermath of the recent 

snow storms, Douglas
