T he Architectural Control
Committee of the Pinery Home-
owners’ Association, Inc. contin-
ues its work to maintain the stan-
dard of quality and beauty we all
appreciate here in the Pinery.

The ACC is comprised of
seven members who are elected
for alternate two-year terms.
Election for three or four posi-
tions is held each April. The
ACC meets the second Tuesday
of every month (unless otherwise
announced via this newsletter) at
6:30 p.m. in the Community
Room of the Pinery Fire Station.
The ACC has covenant enforce-
ment responsibility for Pinery
Filings 1 through 8A, Fairway
Ridge and Pinery Estates, almost
1900 properties.

To blend buildings as much as
possible with our beautiful natu-
ral environment covenants re-
quire all structures in the Pinery
to be in earth tones indigenous
to the area.

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NEWS FROM THE WATER BOARD

ith all the moisture
that we received ear-
lier this year, you

would think that all of Colorado
was covered with snow, but
sadly, this has not been the case.
In spite of above normal precipi-
tation December and January,
that is really the wrong time of
the year to receive moisture.
Most of the water either flowed
downstream out of Colorado, or
was blown away with the high
winds of late March and early
April. The “water year” for
Colorado starts 1 April, when
March is a very snowy month,
more water stays within the
state. We in the Pinery are
blessed by being able to store
some of this water in the shal-
low alluvium of Cherry Creek.
Most users of South Platte water
are not that lucky. While our
shallow water well levels came
up as they have in years past,
many wells along the South
Platte have been forced to close
due to lack of augmentation wa-
ter. This is needed to prevent
injury to senior water rights us-
ers out of the State of Colorado.
The senior water rights that we
own and make use of to the
maximum extent possible make
this not the case in the Pinery.

In 2003, Coloradoan’s could
have chosen to correct that by
allowing reservoir expansion or
new construction, but chose not
to do so. That brings us to today.
We in the Pinery still continue
to do well and do not plan on

any watering restrictions this
year. This will only be possible
with your continued support and
careful use of our valuable
ground water resources. We
continue to get over 75% of our
annual water needs through re-
newable water resources along
Cheery Creek and only rely upon
deep ground water when de-
mands exceed our renewable
water resources. This water costs
more to pump, treat and place
into our system; therefore, as
usage goes up, we need to in-
crease the cost for this water.
For those that may be concerned
about usage at the golf courses,
these entities have an annual wa-
ter budget that we project for.
They are also on an interruptible
water supply basis, unlike do-
mestic water consumers. Turf
management experts calculate
that with a covenant controlled
maximum irrigated turf area of
5,000 square feet; 30,000 gallons
of water a month are needed to
keep this area healthy and well
maintained. Using this number,
we have set basic water rates at
twice this amount for any given
month. If you stay within this
“de facto” water budget, much
like the golf course users, our
system will have no problems
meeting this demand. When wa-
ter use goes above this amount
we have overall system con-
cerns. There are set life safety
demands that we must meet in
case of situations such as a fire
which are above the “normal”

needs of our customers.

Our system is sized to meet O
the maximum anticipated
overall demand, plus this fac-
tor of safety. Just a few home
owners using excessive
amounts on any given day can
create an overall system short
fall. We hope this provides
some understanding of the
challenges we face as we head
to the upcoming outdoor wa-
tering season.

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Living With Nature in The Pinery

The Pinery is more than a beau-
tiful home to you, it is a sea-
sonal Garden of Eden for cer-
tain hummingbird species.
There are about 330 different
types of hummingbird species,
but only the Broad-tailed Hum-
mingbird, is common in the Pin-
ery. The Rufous, is occasionally
seen as well.

Now is the time to keep
your eyes peeled for humming-
birds. They migrate from place
to place because of temperature
changes in the seasons. You
will most likely see humming-
birds in the Pinery around
spring and summer, when they
come back from the south to
breed.

Do you have any idea how
much a hummingbird must eat
to obtain energy? Well, a full
grown man would have to eat
370 pounds of potatoes a day to
have enough energy to keep up
with a hummingbird’s activity
level. Now think of the size of a

hummingbird; they are

almost 4000 times smaller

than a human!1

You can very easily sup-
ply the hummingbirds with food
yourself. To encourage hum-
mingbirds to visit your home,
hang a hummingbird feeder full
of artificial nectar out for them
to snack on. Here is a simple
recipe: -Mix one part granulated
sugar with four parts water and
bring to a boil to kill off bacteria
present in the water. Cool mix-
ture and fill your feeder. Store
extra “hummingbird food” in the
refrigerator.

Here are some safety rules and

helpful hints for hummingbird

food and feeders:

Purchase a dripless hum-
mingbird feeder to prevent ants
from getting in the nectar.

e Tryto avoid purchasing yel-
low hummingbird feeders
because hornets and bees are
attracted to the color yellow.

e For every new batch of hum-

mingbird food, rinse

the feeder to clean off old

particles. Hummingbirds

HATE dirty feeders!

NEVER add red dye or any

other strengthener to the arti-

ficial nectar! This could kill
the hummingbird or severely
injure it.

e Do NOT put Jell-O, honey,
or brown sugar in the nectar
to strengthen the flavor. This
also hurts the hummingbirds.

e Hang feeder in a tree or
somewhere out of direct
sunlight; heat spoils the nec-
tar.

e Take down the feeder in De-
cember when most hum-
mingbirds have left Colo-
rado.

Now that you know the ba-
sics about hummingbirds and
how to attract and feed them, sit
back and enjoy these beautiful
energetic birds.
