By-Laws Revision Update 
 

 In 2002 our HOA began updating 

the by-laws to provide for restructur-

ing of our association. At that time 

the community approved the estab-

lishment of the Executive Board as 

the entity responsible for overseeing 

all aspects of your Association. You 

overwhelmingly approved this revi-

sion in 2003. Two standing commit-

tees were then authorized to do the 

work needed to serve the residents: 

the Community Services Committee 

and the Architectural Control Com-

mittee. Due to changes instituted by 

the legislature since 2002 including 

Senate Bill 100 and 89, it has  be-

The draft has been posted on our 

web site since April and copies 

are available at our office, lo-

cated on the lower level of the 

fire station, 8170 Hillcrest Way.  

We also have announced on our 

entry signs two public forums 

for input on Wednesday, June 27 

at 6:00 pm and Wednesday, Au-

gust 15 at 6:00 pm in our com-

munity meeting room on the 

lower level of the fire station. 

Suggestions from the two meet-

ings that meet the criteria of pro-

viding for the best interests of 

the community now and in the 

future will be reviewed by coun-

sel and a final draft will be made 

public after the August meeting. 

 The next General Meeting is 

scheduled for September 26, 

2007 at the fire station at 7:00 

pm. Youôll have a chance to vote 

at the meeting or cast your ballot 

at the office prior to the meeting 

once the final draft is prepared. 

There will also be a ballot pro-

vided in the September newslet-

ter with information on casting 

your vote. Your Executive 

Board encourages you to partici-

pate in this process. We live in a 

beautiful place and there are nu-

merous benefits to contributing 

your time and talent to your 

community. The Pinery is one of 

the oldest HOAs in Colorado, 

and with your help there is no 

reason why it will not continue 

to be a tremendous place to live.

 If you would be interested in 

serving in the Community Rep-

resentative position, or if you 

have any questions about the 

H oneybees are frequent visi-

tors to the Pinery. But did 

you know that the honeybees 

have been disappearing? And 

itôs not only happening in Colo-

rado; all of North America is 

suffering from the decline in the 

honeybee population. It is a sig-

nificant threat to our entire eco-

system, and also to humankind. 

 Since last fall, at least 1/2 of 

the 2.4 million honeybee colo-

nies in the U.S. have gone miss-

ing. Beekeepers have claimed 

that 90% of their honeybees 

have died, and scientists do not 

have many clues as to why. 

Now here is the big problem: 

crops, fruits, and vegetables that 

make 1/3 of the U.S. diet depend 

on honeybees for pollination. If 

the honeybee population contin-

ues to decrease, we wonôt have 

enough food and prices will 

soar. Delicacies such as honey 

and nuts will increase 14% a 

year. Thatôs a huge jump! 
 
Are you wondering how you can 

do your part in the community 

and help the honeybees?  
 

Begin by not using pesticides 

in your yard (Scientists be-

lieve that the pesticides may 

be one of the problems). 

There is an excellent book by 

Jerry Baker called The Great 

Green Book of Garden Se-

crets that is full of organic 

fertilizers, tonics, tips, and 

tricks for your yard.    

Next, do not swat at the bees. 

This causes them to attack 

and once they sting, they will 

die. Remain calm and they 

will fly away.  

You can also get involved in 

an awareness group support-

ing the honeybees.  

 

 This may not sound like 

much, but it is a start to helping 

the honeybee population survive 

so that we may continue to en-

joy our fruits, vegetables, flow-

ers and trees.

Volun-

teers visit the site every 3-4 

days, less often if we get good 

rains, for less than 30 minutes at 

a time.

Pinery Covenants limit real es-

tate signage to one small sign 

per property. Pinery policy is 

that signs may not be posted off 

of the property.

 This is the time of year when 

an abundance of yard waste is 

generated. Please follow the 

guidelines below when dispos-

ing of grass and limbs. 
 
Yard Waste Guidelines 

All grass and leaves should 

be in bags no heavier than 50 

pounds each.  

All brush must be tied in 4 

foot long manageable bun-

dles.  

Firewood, sod, tree trunks 

and root balls are considered 

bulk items.  
 
 Ten bags or bundles are 

included with trash service.
